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Pamela Burton, ASLA

Pamela Burton combines an extensive knowledge of plant material and the history of landscape with an interest in architectural spaces which have symbolic resonance.  She has taught and lectured on the meaning of landscape and its relationship to art and architecture at many Universities including the UCLA School of Architecture, University of Southern California, and the Southern California Institute of Architecture.  Her explorations in landscape have led to design symposia and international speaking engagements on such topics as "Garden as Sanctuary," "Memory and Landscape," "Balance and Uncertainty" and "Poetics of the Garden." 

Her work has been featured in the books Garden Design and Empowered Gardens as well as in Landscape Architecture, Transforming the American Garden, Process, and the Los Angeles Times Magazine.  She has co-written a number of articles, including "Healing and Cultivation" which appeared in Modulus, 1991 and "Scripted Places" in Landscape Review, 1996.  Burton recently completed work on a book titled Private Landscapes: Modernist Gardens in Southern California, published in Spring 2003.
