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China is the biggest and fastest developing country in the world. It has the biggest amount of factories and construction sites in the world. More than twenty years of un-environment-friendly manufacturing and over-urbanization has greatly changed our environment and even the climate. Sky is not crystal blue, vegetation is not fresh green, rivers are not crystal clear. The concept of sustainable development was put forward China some years ago. However, in most situations, the practice of sustainability still needs to be applied in a smarter and more substantial way. 

China’s land area takes 1/14 of the world’s land area. China’s environment issue is an important part of the world’s environment issue, which needs to be concerned by the world. As landscape architect, Chinese or international, we have the responsibility to think what we can do to improve China’s environment and what our role could be in the process of China’s sustainable development. China really needs to borrow and learn the successful experience and advanced technology from other countries. However, proved from many other fields, the successful experience from other countries is very hard to be used in China directly, for she has her special circumstance. So, how we could adapt the sustainable methods and experience to China would be another issue to think about. 

Fortunately, in recent years some pioneer landscape designers began to think of the issues and put their sustainable knowledge and experience into practice. A lot of excellent sustainability cases came out in the past years, such as Yongning River Park, Nanhai Citizens Plaza, Beijing Olympic Park and so on. Our presenters will share their idea and experience of these successful sustainability practices under China’s current circumstance. 

We hope through the presentation we could make China and the world to have more concern on China’s environment issue, and provide the experience and suggestion to landscape practitioners of China and the world.
