Professional
Development
Hours (PDH)

Professional development hours (PDH) is
the term that ASLA and the new
Landscape Architecture Continuing
Education System (LA CES™) use to
describe how much credit a course carries.
One professional development hour
requires a contact hour of at least 50
minutes of instruction.  Additional time is
measured in 15-minute increments;
therefore, a 90-minute course equals 1.5
professional development hours.

The exact number of hours accepted for
licensure purposes may vary by state, but
ASLA has made every effort to structure
educational opportunities that adhere to
the most widely acknowledged guidelines
of state registration boards requiring
continuing education.

Time spent on breaks and meals do not
count toward the number of PDH.  Travel
time for field sessions (courses with a
travel component) is also not counted
unless directed learning is taking place
during the travel.

ASLA will provide confirmation of your
state participation in tours on your
certificate.  Some states do allow continuing
education credit for tours.  Please check
with your state registration board. 

During the ASLA annual meeting, full
registration offers access to programs
totaling 22.5 PDH toward maintenance of
your state license (where mandated)—
that’s 21 percent more hours than in
2007.  By taking advantage of ticketed
sessions, you may earn more than 31
hours.  With more than 120 topics to
choose from, the most difficult part will
be deciding which ones to attend.
