362 – 01
Overview plan of Copia on the oxbow of the Napa River in downtown Napa with First Street dissecting the center and gardens. The plan of the garden reflects the spirit of the kitchen gardens of France while being grounded in the rich Napa soil, wine and the pleasure of being outdoors. 
362 – 02
Divided into 50x50 square-foot beds, Copia’s gardens showcase a variety of horticultural types and styles, from horizontally trellised apples and artichokes to a production garden for cooking classes and presentations.  Each garden was commissioned to a local landscape architect and is constantly updated for a rich and ever-changing display.
362 – 03
Visitors reflecting at the 250-foot long, diagonal running pool and exhibition gardens that are screened from the parking areas by a formal allee of mature, tall poplars.
362 – 04
View of visitors examining the stepped, linear pool and gardens from a viewing spot that leads up to the museum’s main entrance.
362 – 05
The stepped pool cascades water continuously between the center’s divided areas..
362 – 06
The 825-foot long main entry path paved with golden decomposed granite alongside the running pool.
362 – 07
The pool as observed by visitors along the main path.  Also, the pool separates the center from the parking areas which are planted with native grasses and varietal grapevines.

A field of full, lavender varietals adds an accent of color with varying heights that reflect the gentle Napa Valley winds.
362 – 09
An overview of the varying gardens from the second story of the museum with the dramatic square beds of fruits, vegetables, and ornamental plantings. 
362 – 10
The front entrance of the museum with lush gardens and Napa stone on its exterior walls.  The center also boasts an outdoor amphitheater and several dining terraces along with the demonstration restaurants.
362 – 11
One of the many outdoor eating areas within a grove a mature, olive trees at dusk that serve the excellent wines of the Napa Valley; in addition, Copia’s advisory board includes such culinary luminaries as Julia Child and Alice Waters.

A view from within the garden of the museum with local Napa cobbled stones in the planter grid with the Napa blue sky – Napa is famous for having 300 days per year of sunshine and is ideal for a variety of grapes to produce excellent wines.

A second-story view of the gardens each uniquely planted and maintained by local landscape architects using native plants.
362 – 14
A different view of the museum which also houses facilities for teaching, festivals, and ceremonies. The whole site was designed to provide hands-on learning about soils, farming and viticulture, the center also enables staff, students and guests to work with a myriad of fresh produce, herbs, and botanicals.

The grassed amphitheater set up to hold outdoor concerts, dining, and lectures.
