Information on the Amendment to the Constitution

In October 2017, the Board of Trustees voted to add an International Student membership category to provide an avenue for landscape architecture students around the world to access ASLA resources and networks and potentially establish a relationship that would extend to International membership.  Students studying in the United States who meet the requirements for student membership under Article 2 of the Bylaws will still be designated a Student Member regardless of their country of origin.  International Student membership will be available only to those studying outside the United States.

	Article 4.  Society Membership

Student Membership in the Society shall consist of Student Members and International Student Members. Student Members and International Student Members shall satisfy requirements for membership in accordance with the Bylaws. 



The Board of Trustees approved the following amendment to the Constitution (subject to approval by the membership) at its October 2017 fall meeting. All amendments to the Constitution require a 2/3 majority of voting members returning a ballot. The proposed revision to the Constitution is shown below.
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
